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[bookmark: Program_Summary_and_Accreditation][bookmark: _bookmark0]Program Summary and Accreditation
The Dallas College School of Health Sciences offers an 8-month, three-semester, 21-credit hour Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate Program at the Brookhaven campus. Completion of required classroom, lab, and clinical components with a “C” or above will result in a Certificate in Magnetic Resonance Imaging from Dallas College. Students that successfully obtain the Certificate will accomplish the educational and clinical requirements needed to take the national registry examination administered by the American Registry of Radiologic Technologists (ARRT) for Magnetic Resonance Imaging. This information packet contains application eligibility guidelines for the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate Program curriculum track for application to the 2026 programs.
This information packet details the programs and the procedure for program application. Potential applicants are expected to be familiar with the application requirements and process. A class will be admitted every Spring semester for Advanced Certificate Program.
Breaks occur between academic semesters per the college class calendar.
On-campus Magnetic Resonance Imaging classroom courses are offered on Tuesday and Thursday evenings on the Brookhaven Campus during the Spring and Fall semesters. Clinicals are assigned to a total of 24 clock hours/week in addition to the Tuesday and Thursday evening on-campus classes.
Students will change clinical sites between the clinical sessions to gain breadth of experience.
Technologists working in a Magnetic Resonance Imaging setting are not required to complete the clinical coursework unless additional clinical experience is desired. Course credit for the clinical courses can be obtained through ARRT competencies achieved in the work environment.
Mission
The Mission of the Dallas College Radiologic Sciences Magnetic Resonance Imaging Certificate Program is to prepare students both academically and technically in the foundational principles of the modality.
After completing the certificate coursework, the student will be able to perform Magnetic Resonance Imaging procedures and respond to their patients’ needs while assuming a vital role in the patient’s healthcare team competently, ethically, and safely.
Philosophy
Dallas College's Radiologic Sciences Programs were developed with the philosophy that clinical experience coupled with didactic education is the key to having an exceptional learning experience. In the classroom, the student will acquire theoretical information necessary to perform as a Magnetic Resonance Imaging technologist. In the clinical environment, all students will have an opportunity to perfect their technological skills and progressively develop professional skills and independence so they

will be ready to enter the specialized modality following completion of the certificate program. The goal of the Program is to prepare outstanding modality technologists who have the potential to become effective supervisors, instructors, and leaders.
PROGRAM STANDARDS
OBJECTIVES: Competencies developed by the program shall be supported by specific behavioral objectives documented throughout the didactic and clinical curriculum and shall include but not be limited to, the following knowledge areas:

· Safely operate MRI equipment to acquire diagnostic images by selecting appropriate imaging parameters and protocols to achieve optimal image quality.
· Apply knowledge of cross-sectional anatomy, physiology, patient positioning, and MRI techniques to accurately demonstrate anatomical structures on acquired images.
· Implement principles of magnetic field safety and protection for patients, self, colleagues, and the general public, including screening for contraindications and managing ferromagnetic risks.
· Evaluate MRI images for diagnostic quality, including assessment of contrast, resolution, artifacts, and anatomical coverage.
· Provide patient care and comfort in a professional and compassionate manner, regardless of the patient’s personal attributes, nature of disease or illness, and without discrimination.
· Recognize and respond to emergency patient conditions, including adverse reactions to contrast agents, and initiate lifesaving first aid and basic life-support procedures as needed.
· Assess MRI system performance, identify operational limits, and respond appropriately to equipment malfunctions or image quality issues.
· Exercise independent judgment and discretion in the technical performance of MRI procedures, including adapting protocols to meet clinical needs.
· Participate in quality assurance and quality control programs to maintain high standards of imaging performance and patient safety.
· Communicate effectively in the medical environment, collaborating with radiologists, referring physicians, and other healthcare professionals as a contributing member of the imaging team.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS TO THE MAGNETIC RESONANCE IMAGING ADVANCED CERTIFICATE PROGRAM
· Application and admission to Dallas College – submit a complete set of Official Transcripts to the Admissions Office. Application to the college can now be completed online at Apply and Register
· ARRT certification in Radiography, Nuclear Medicine, or Therapy (or students in the final semester of their program)
· Completion of pre-requisite course Sectional Anatomy (RADR 2340) with a minimum grade of C or higher. Sectional Anatomy (RADR 2340) is offered online with Dallas College each semester. This course can be transferred in from other educational institutions.
· Submission of a complete program application during the designated filing period.

[bookmark: DFW_Hospital_Orientation]Applicants to the Magnetic Resonance ImagingAdvanced Certificate Program must meet all college admission requirements as outlined in the official college catalog.
Applicants must have earned a high school diploma or General Education Diploma (GED), must have earned their ARRT(R) Radiology Registry and TMB Certification, and comply with Texas Success Initiative (TSI) requirements, before they are eligible to apply to the program. Students should consult Success Coach/advising office to determine their TSI status prior to application to a Health Sciences program.

Prior to application to the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program, potential applicants must have submitted official transcripts from ALL colleges and universities the applicant has attended whether the coursework is or is not relevant to the program application. Transcripts from Dallas College (formerly Dallas County Community College District) campuses are not required.
The transcripts must be current with the print date no earlier than three years prior to the applicant’s anticipated admission to the program unless the student has not had a break in enrollment with Dallas College since the transcripts were originally submitted. If the official transcripts have not been submitted, the individual’s application will be voided.
Official transcripts must be sent electronically from the applicant’s previous colleges to studenttranscripts@dallascollege.edu. Transcripts sent by the applicant in pdf or other formats are not accepted. Transcripts may also be mailed from a college in a sealed envelope to Dallas College, Attn: Admissions Processing, 3737 Motley Drive, Mesquite, TX 75150.

A student who has not completed college coursework should request a general Associate of Science Degree plan from Success Coaching as a starting point toward future application to a health sciences program. Note: Additional assessment testing in computer literacy and learning frameworks courses may be required for certain students.

Official transcripts are fully evaluated by the Dallas College Transcript Evaluation Center after a student has been enrolled for at least one regular semester.
Applicants requesting coursework completed outside Dallas College for transfer as prerequisite or general support courses for the Radiologic Sciences Program should forward to the registrar’s office for Dallas College. If the registrar’s office does not officially equate the course for transfer, compile the following materials and forward to the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate Program.
· Copies of college transcripts;
· Photocopy of course description of each course to be reviewed taken from that college’s catalog (course description numbers must match those indicated on the transcript).
The Radiologic Sciences Program and the School of Health Sciences reserve the right to accept or reject any coursework completed outside Dallas College presented for transfer evaluation toward the program.
However, students can request an Educational Plan, an evaluation of their previous coursework toward a Health Sciences program. The Educational Plan is a preliminary, unofficial degree plan for advisement purposes and only reflects specific courses toward a health sciences program.
Educational Plans are optional and are not required for application to a health sciences program. They are usually completed within 4-8 weeks. An Educational Plan should be requested at least one semester prior to a program application filing deadline if possible.
The School of Health Sciences and the Allied Health Admissions Office reserve the right to accept or reject any coursework completed at other colleges presented for transfer evaluation toward Health Science programs.
[bookmark: Five-Year_Time_Limit_for_Select_Courses][bookmark: _bookmark7]Five-Year Time Limit for Select Courses
All science coursework (Anatomy & Physiology I and II, Introduction to Radiography and Radiographic Imaging Equipment) must have been completed within 5 years of your application semester. The Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program application committee will consider waivers for the 5-year time limit, provided the following materials are submitted to the application portal community:
1. Copies of transcript.
2. Photocopy of the catalog course description (if the course was completed outside of Dallas College).
3. Original letter of petition specifically outlining how you are utilizing the science course knowledge (current healthcare employment, teaching, advanced degree, etc.). The letter must have the student’s name and Dallas College ID number.
4. If employed in a hospital/healthcare environment or in a science teaching capacity, an additional letter by the individual’s supervisor is also required reiterating their specific duties at the facility and the manner in which their science knowledge is being utilized. The supervisor’s name, title,

email, and phone number must be provided. An employment performance review is NOT accepted.
After review by the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program application committee, the individual will be notified whether the five-year time limit waiver has been approved or disapproved. The committee reserves the right to grant or deny petitions for five-year time limit waivers toward the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program.
[bookmark: Credit_by_Examination,_CLEP_and_Advanced][bookmark: _bookmark8]Credit by Examination, CLEP and Advanced Placement Credit
Credit through CLEP, High School Advanced Placement (AP) Exams and Credit by Examination may be awarded for a limited number of courses toward Health Sciences programs including MATH 1314, PSYC 2301. CLEP credit is not awarded for ENGL 1301. Advanced Placement (“AP”) credit for ENGL 1301, PSYC 2301, and MATH 1314 is acceptable if the credit appears on a college transcript as ENGL 1301, PSYC 2301, and MATH 1314 equivalency. A letter grade is not awarded for “AP” credit.
Note: An applicant may present credit by exam, CLEP, or “AP” credit for 1 of the prerequisite courses and 1 support course. Credit will be acknowledged but not calculated with the grade point average.

Official application filing period FALL application group (Spring admission) will be available at the beginning of the Summer semester and must be submitted by 5pm on November 1st.
a. NOTE this important change: ALL prerequisite courses MUST BE COMPLETED by the application deadline.
The supporting documents must be uploaded by November 1 for Spring applications. An announcement will be sent via email when the applicant has been accepted/not accepted.
Students who receive an acceptance letter are required to acknowledge acceptance within a specified time limit to confirm his/her space in the class.
Failure to acknowledge confirmation by the specified date, or failure to attend the scheduled orientation seminar (dates noted in acceptance letter) for the accepted class will result in forfeiture of the student’s space in that class.

Each applicant will designate all possible location/shift/days that they are willing to attend on the site selection form. Sites are matched to student applicants. When a site has more than one student choosing a particular shift/day, the decision for student placement will be by random selection from all wanting that same site/shift. If the student is not selected for placement into any of their chosen clinical sites, the student will not be accepted to the program.

I. [bookmark: J._General_Information][bookmark: _bookmark15]General Information
1. The Dallas College Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program accepts 30-40* students every spring/summer semester. Program courses are currently offered during the day and prerequisite courses offered during both day and evening hours. The clinical training experience (practicum) at a local hospital will be 32 hours per week in Semesters III, IV and V. Clinical hours will be set by the clinical institution to which the student is assigned and the clinical coordinator – this will include day, evening, and night instruction. * Final admitted total will be dependent upon clinical availability.
2. Students are strongly encouraged to take the general education support courses (PSYC 2301 or SOCI 1301, BIOL 2402 and PHIL 2306) prior to entrance into the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program, particularly if the student works or has significant family responsibilities. This program is rigorous, and many students find that completing the support courses first enables them to complete the program successfully while maintaining other responsibilities.
NOTE: Support courses completed at colleges and universities outside the Dallas College campuses must be approved for transfer credit prior to the semester in which the course is required as stipulated in the curriculum outline.
3. In considering radiologic technology as a career, the student should be aware of the following factors:
· The student will be required to lift and move patients, push, pull and lift heavy equipment, and carry imaging receptors.
· The student will be required to stoop, bend, and stand for prolonged periods. For example, you may be required to stand for an entire 8-hour clinical shift.
· In emergency situations, the student may be required to move very quickly.

· The student must have the physical ability to perform CPR.
· The student must have the manual dexterity to insert catheters, prepare and administer medications and manipulate and assemble equipment for use.
· The student will be required to utilize multiple psychomotor skills.
· The student will be required to develop and use multiple interpersonal relationship skills and be able to function in highly stressful situations.
· The student must be able to communicate fluently in both spoken and written English.
· The student must be able to work in a dimly lit environment and evaluate high and low contrast x-ray images.
4. Pregnancy Policy: Although the risk of damage by medical diagnostic imaging to the unborn child is small, Dallas College – Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program - maintains controls regarding pregnant students in the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program. Notification of pregnancy is voluntary, not mandatory and must be declared in writing.
The student must decide whether to accept the risks of ionizing radiation, however slight. If the pregnant student chooses to continue in the program during her pregnancy, every effort will be made to protect her unborn child. These efforts include extra radiation monitoring and isolation from areas of fluoroscopy and mobile radiography. However, experiences of this type contained in the curriculum must be completed prior to graduation. If a pregnant student chooses to withdraw during the term of her pregnancy, she will be readmitted upon completion of her pregnancy leave pending space availability. The length of pregnancy leave is to be determined by the student’s physician. If the student does not re-enter the program upon completion of her pregnancy leave, she must reapply under the standard readmission procedure. If the pregnant student decides to remain in the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program, she accepts full responsibility regarding the outcome, and she will be required to sign a waiver of responsibility. Further information regarding pregnancy can be found in the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate Program Handbook (received after program acceptance).
5. Immunization is not a requirement for application. Upon acceptance to the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program, a physical examination and immunization record form will be provided. All immunization documentation must be provided before the first day of the clinical practicum.
6. All students must be certified in American Heart Association Basic Cardiac Life Support (BLS) for Health Care Providers. This certification is NOT a requirement for application but must be completed once accepted into the program before the first day of the clinical practicum.
7. Criminal Background Check / Drug Screening
All students enrolled in the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program are required by the Dallas/Fort Worth Hospital Council member facilities to undergo a criminal background check and drug screen before starting his/her clinical experience. This procedure is conducted after a student has been accepted to the program. Results of these screenings are forwarded to the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program Office for review and verification that a student is eligible to attend clinical rotation. Students are responsible for all charges incurred (approximately $145) for these screenings.
DRUG SCREEN POLICY

The drug screen follows National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA) guidelines and screens for 12 substances as designated in the Substance Abuse Panel 12 (“SAP 12”).
SAP 12 test results which fall outside of any of the acceptable ranges are considered positive test results and are automatically sent for a separate confirmatory test by a Gas Chromatography MSS Spectrometry (GCMS) method. If these results remain positive, the test results are sent to a Medical Review Officer (“MRO”), which may entail an additional cost of $25-85 to the student.
The MRO will then contact the student to determine if there is a valid prescription for the drug in question. If a valid prescription exists and is verified, the test result will be deemed negative and acceptable.
If the test result is positive, the student will be dismissed from the program. The student can reapply during the next application process but will only be admitted after a negative drug test. If the student tests positive a second time, the student will be ineligible to reapply.
A clinical agency reserves the right to remove a student from the facility for suspicion of substance use or abuse including alcohol. The clinical agency reserves the right to request that a student submit to a repeat drug screening at the student’s expense on the same day that the student is removed from the clinical facility. Failure to comply will result in the student’s immediate expulsion from the clinical facility. Further, regardless of testing or testing results, a clinical agency reserves the right to expel a student from its facility.
NOTE: A student who has been accepted to the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program may be prohibited from attending a clinical rotation experience due to findings of a criminal background check and/or drug screening. As a result, the student may be dismissed from the program, and this will be considered one failure in the program. A student may only fail once and be eligible for re-admittance to the program.
If a student is readmitted to the program after a positive drug test, the student may be drug tested on any random date throughout his/her program experience. On a random date, the student will be sent to a drug screen laboratory for immediate testing. If the student refuses to be tested, the student will be dismissed from the program. If the student tests positive, the student will be dismissed from the program and referred to the Vice Provost, School of Health Sciences.
CRIMINAL BACKGROUND CHECK:
The criminal background check reviews a person’s criminal history. The check will include all cities and counties of the person’s residency reported. The following histories may disqualify an individual from consideration for a clinical rotation: (refer to the Texas Administrative Code Title 22, Part 9, Chapter 194, Subchapter A, Rule §194.23)
a. felony convictions.
b. misdemeanor convictions or felony deferred adjudications involving crimes against persons (physical or sexual abuse, assault, unlawful restraint, trafficking of a person, etc.).
c. misdemeanor/felony convictions related to moral turpitude and decency (prostitution, public lewdness/exposure, disorderly conduct, etc.).
d. misdemeanor/felony convictions related to public health, safety, and morals (weapons charges, conduct affecting public health and intoxication and alcoholic beverage offenses).
e. felony deferred adjudications for the sale, possession, manufacture, distribution, or transfer of narcotics or controlled substances; or
f. Registered sex offenders.

EXCEPTIONS:
If a licensing/registry body (i.e., American Registry of Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program or Texas Medical Board) approves the individual to take the licensing/credentialing exam, the individual may participate in the clinical rotation if approved by the clinical site. If you have been convicted of anything other than a minor traffic violation, you must go through the ARRT pre-application process and the Texas Medical Board (TMB) Criminal History Evaluation. The ARRT process can be found on the ARRT website. The Texas Medical Board evaluation process can be found on the TMB website. The ARRT and TMB approval letters must accompany your application supporting documents. This process can take up to ten weeks. If you intend to apply this application cycle and if you have been convicted of or subject to a deferred adjudication, entered a plea of nolo contendere or guilty to a felony or misdemeanor of any of the above offenses you should start this process immediately. Refer to the Texas Penal Code Titles 5, 7, 9, 10 & 4.
For more information regarding the criminal background check and drug testing requirements, please contact the Magnetic Resonance Imaging Advanced Certificate program Coordinator.
8. Students are responsible for their own actions and must not engage in any activities considered non-professional or non-conducive to proper patient care. Failure of a student to maintain a professional attitude may result in reduction of course grade, course failure, and expulsion from the program. A clinical agency reserves the right to remove a student from the facility for any behavior that disrupts the clinical setting or endangers a patient or peer’s well-being. If a student is removed from a clinical site for behavioral reasons, the student will be counseled by the Clinical Coordinator and the Program Director and will receive discipline up to and including dismissal from the program.
9. Students are responsible for their own transportation arrangements to campus and to their assigned healthcare facilities for clinical experience.
a) Assignments are based on availability, proximity to the student’s residence, student’s preference, and clinical experiences required. Clinical assignments vary among the DFW Area hospitals/health systems.
