Upon successful completion of the coursework, students will acquire essential technical and professional skills necessary for entry-level employment as endoscopy technicians, including proper handling and maintenance of endoscopic equipment, infection control and sterilization procedures, patient preparation and support during procedures, documentation and communication within clinical environments, and adherence to safety and ethical standards in endoscopy practice.

Endoscopy Technician Certificate Level 1 (C1_ENDOSCOPY_TECH) is the program of study for this certificate. Students should contact Success Coaching for guidance on choosing their program of study.

Applicants must have earned either a high school diploma or a General Education Diploma (GED) and comply with Texas Success Initiative (TSI) requirements before they are eligible to apply to the program. Students should consult Success Coaching (advising) to determine their TSI status before application to a Health Sciences program.

This information packet contains specific guidelines and requirements for the Endoscopy Technician Certificate Level 1. Submission of application materials verifies that an individual has 1) read the packet thoroughly, 2) obtained all necessary documentation from designated website addresses, and 3) understands the policies and procedures for application and acceptance to the program.

The Endoscopy Technician Level 1 Certificate Program is a certificate designed to prepare students for entry-level employment in a variety of healthcare settings, outpatient clinics, ambulatory surgical centers, and physicians’ offices with endoscopy suites. This program equips students with the knowledge and hands-on training necessary to support endoscopic procedures, with a strong emphasis on infection prevention, equipment sterilization, and patient safety. 

Students will learn how to properly clean, disinfect, and maintain complex endoscopic equipment, assist with patient preparation, and work alongside physicians, nurses, and other healthcare professionals to ensure smooth and efficient procedures. The curriculum integrates both classroom instruction and practical experience through clinical practicum hours, allowing students to apply their skills in real-world settings.

Upon completion of the Endoscopy Technician Certificate Level 1 courses, the student must submit the Award Completion Application form for the award to be posted on their transcript.

If the student’s records are not complete by the application filing deadline, the student will not be allowed to enroll in the clinical course and practicum. Direct Patient Care and Clinical Procedural Support Experience (Maximum 15 Points)
Direct patient care and clinical procedural support experience may be awarded up to 15 points and must be obtained within the previous five years. To qualify, the experience must reflect an average of at least 20 hours per week and must be direct patient care and/or clinical procedural support; part-time experience below 20 hours per week will not be counted, and the duration of experience is calculated only from hours meeting the required minimum. All experience must be verified through a signed letter on official employer letterhead that includes dates of employment, average hours worked per week, position title, and description of duties. Preference may be given to applicants with experience in procedural, surgical, gastrointestinal (GI), pulmonary, endoscopy, sterile processing, or ambulatory care settings. Only paid experience will be considered for scoring; unpaid experience does not 	qualify for points. 
Qualifying experience must include hands-on involvement in patient care and/or clinical procedural support activities, such as obtaining and documenting vital signs, preparing patients for exams or procedures, assisting with diagnostic, surgical, or endoscopic procedures, supporting providers during procedures, monitoring patients before, during, and after procedures, performing infection prevention and aseptic techniques, cleaning, disinfecting, or sterilizing instruments, supporting sterile processing or endoscope reprocessing, assisting with procedure room setup and turnover, and documenting care and maintaining records.

Current Professional Healthcare Credential (Maximum 10 Points)
Points may be awarded for holding a current, active healthcare credential, certification, registration, or license, with a maximum of 10 points available. Expired credentials do not qualify for points. Preference may be given to credentials involving direct patient care, procedural or surgical support, sterile processing or infection prevention, or endoscopy or gastrointestinal (GI) services. A wide range of professional healthcare credentials may qualify, provided the credential is current and active, and only one credential will be considered for scoring even if an applicant holds multiple. In addition to commonly recognized roles such as CNA, CMA, RMA, PCT, EMT, CST, CRCST, CPhT, LVN, RN, and RT, applicants may also hold other relevant credentials that demonstrate direct patient care or procedural support experience. These may include phlebotomy or EKG technician credentials, surgical or anesthesia technician roles, sterile processing technician, medical laboratory technician credentials, radiologic technologist or cardiovascular technologist certifications, sonography credentials, paramedic licensure, or behavioral health technician roles when duties include patient monitoring. Specialty certifications in infection prevention, patient safety, or clinical quality may also be considered when they involve direct clinical interfaces. Applicants holding one current qualifying credential receive 10 points. 

Degree Completion (Maximum 5 Points)
Points may also be awarded for degree completion, with a maximum of 5 points granted for the highest degree earned in a science, healthcare, or related field. Only the highest degree earned will be used for scoring. Qualifying fields include, but not limited to, Biology, Healthcare Administration, Health Sciences, Nursing, Public Health, Respiratory Care, Allied Health, and other related academic disciplines that demonstrate preparation for healthcare practice or advanced study in healthcare. The Department Chair or Dean makes determination of qualifying fields.

Community Service and Healthcare Shadowing (Maximum 5 Points)
Community service and healthcare shadowing may be awarded up to 5 points and must have occurred within the previous five years. Points may be granted for documented volunteer service, healthcare‑related community activities, or healthcare shadowing experiences, such as hospital volunteering, endoscopy observation, participation in health fairs, or clinic shadowing. Applicants receive one point per separate documented occurrence, and each occurrence must include at least one hour of participation. Multiple hours completed on the same day count as a single occurrence and should be recorded using Form 1. All community service and shadowing activities must be documented on organizational letterhead or recorded using Form 1. Documentation must include the date of the activity (month/day/year), the name of the organization or facility, the type of activity (volunteer, shadowing, health fair, etc.), a brief description of the activity, the number of hours completed, and the verification contact’s name and signature. A maximum of 5 points may be earned in this category.

Tie-Breaker Process
In the event of a tie, applicants will be ranked using a structured tie‑breaker process applied in sequential order. The first determining factor is the highest BIOL 2401 grade. If a tie remains, the committee will then compare applicants’ direct patient care experience scores, followed by whether the applicant holds a current healthcare credential. If needed, the next criterion considered is the highest degree earned, and finally, the highest number of documented service or shadowing occurrences. This process is designed to identify applicants who demonstrate strong academic preparation, meaningful healthcare experience, familiarity with procedural environments, and overall readiness for success in the Endoscopy Technician Program. The admissions committee applies this system consistently to all applicants, and scores are considered final once the review process is complete.

Individuals who receive an acceptance email are required to return a confirmation form within a specified timeframe to verify their space in the class. Failure to return the confirmation form by the specified date will result in forfeiture of their space in that class. Notification emails of acceptance, non-acceptance, or disqualification are sent on the same day. Applicants should monitor their Dallas College email regularly during the notification period, as all acceptance and non-acceptance communications are sent electronically. Application materials are not “held over” to the next application filing period. Students who decline their acceptance may reapply during the next filing period to be considered for a future admission opportunity.

1. The Endoscopy Technician program at the El Centro campus admits a class of 20-30* students each Fall and Spring semester at the El Centro campus. 

*The Dallas College, School of Health Sciences reserves the right to make changes in program enrollment capacity.

2. The Endoscopy Technician program is a full-time program comprised of lecture, skills lab, and externship experience. 
 
3. Endoscopy Technician program classes will be offered face-to-face. Courses will be conducted in-person at the El Centro Downtown Health Sciences Center.

4. Students who plan to work while completing the program, or students who have significant family responsibilities, are encouraged to plan their schedules to accommodate the time commitment that this program will require. The demands of the Endoscopy Technician program suggest that a student may not be able to work full-time while enrolled in the program. 

5. Students are responsible for their own transportation arrangements to the college and to their assigned healthcare facilities for clinical experience. Clinical assignments occur at various Metroplex clinical affiliates.

6. Students must have submitted all current official transcripts (other than Dallas Colleges campuses) electronically to studenttranscripts@dallascollege.edu or mailed directly in an unopened, sealed envelope to Dallas College, Attn: Admissions Processing, 3737 Motley Drive, Mesquite, TX 75150. The official transcripts must have a print date of less than three years before enrollment to be valid. Failure to submit official transcripts will void a Completion Application for the Endoscopy Technician Certificate Level 1 program. 

7. Applicants to the Endoscopy Technician program must submit the official physical exam and required immunization documentation to SurPath and receive verification that they are complete by the time of application submission. These immunization requirements are required to progress to the clinical experience in their first semester of the program. Download more information at Immunization Requirements.

8. Proof of current personal healthcare insurance coverage is required for all health sciences students. Documentation of coverage must be submitted to SurPath with immunization records at the time of application to the program. Students must secure their own coverage, and the insurance policy must cover the student at any hospital facility. Information on college student policies and rates can be found at https://www.healthcare.gov.

9. Criminal Background Check / Drug Screening: Applicants to the Endoscopy Technician program are required by the Dallas/Fort Worth Hospital Council member facilities to undergo a Criminal Background Check and Drug Screen before beginning their clinical experience. Students are responsible for all charges incurred (approximately $96.00) for these screenings. Results of these screenings are forwarded to the School of Health Sciences for review and verification that a student is eligible to attend a clinical rotation. All background check and drug screening results become the property of the Health Sciences Division and will not be released to the student or any other third party. A clinical agency reserves the right to remove a student from the facility for suspicion of substance use or abuse, including alcohol. The clinical agency reserves the right to request that a student submit a repeat drug screening at the student’s expense on the same day that the student is removed from the clinical facility. Failure to comply will result in the student’s immediate expulsion from the clinical facility. Furthermore, regardless of testing or testing results, a clinical agency reserves the right to expel a student from their facility. 

NOTE: Should a student who has been accepted to a Health Sciences program be prohibited from attending a clinical rotation experience due to findings of a criminal background check and/or drug screening, the student may be dismissed from the Health Sciences program.

10. Completion of the Endoscopy Technician Certificate Level 1 program is processed only in May and December.

11. Upon completion of the Endoscopy Technician Certificate Level 1 courses, the student must submit the Award Completion Application form for the award to be posted on their transcript. 

12. Dallas College students who are enrolled in 6 credit hours or more during a fall or spring semester and 3 credit hours or more during a summer semester are entitled to a free DART Go-Pass for that semester. DART passes are available two weeks after the semester begins. 

13. Individuals who were first-time college freshman students in Fall 2007 or after are subject to the guidelines of section 51.907 of the Texas Education Code, which prohibits a student from dropping more than six (6) college-level credit courses during their entire undergraduate career. See the Six Drop Rule for more information.

14. A student may apply to more than one Dallas College Health Sciences program during a given filing period. However, if the student receives an acceptance letter to a specific program, confirms their intent to enter that program, and registers for program courses, their application to any other Health Sciences program that may share that filing period will be null and void.

Further, an individual accepted for admission and currently enrolled in a Health Science program may not apply or be considered for admission selection for another Health Science program unless their current program of study is completed before the second program curriculum begins.
